The Staff of the Prime Minister and Foreign Financing Projects Management Center of the RoA Ministry of Finance (FFPMC) now invites eligible consulting firms (“Consultants”) to indicate their interest in providing the Services. Interested Consultants should provide information demonstrating that they have the required qualifications and relevant experience to perform the Services.

More specifically, the Expression of Interest must provide the following information:

Detailed description of the core business and years in operations, including the services provided, projects completed, address, contacts, number of the key staff of the Company, etc.
Qualification Requirements:

The qualification requirements of company are the following:

1. At least 5 years of business activity.

2. Experience of at least 3 analyzes (environmental impact assessment applications, mine closure projects) during the last 7 years in the field of exploration and evaluation of environmental impacts of geological exploration and extraction of minerals. It is necessary to deliver the list of analyzes, its brief description, name of client (beneficiary) (state body / private company), duration of the service, the link, if the service is available online. The Company is obliged to present a copy of the employment contracts concluded in the framework of environmental impact assessment analyzes of mining industry. 
The company must submit copies of labor contracts of environmental impact assessment analysis in the mining industry.

3. The company should ensure that at least required key personnel are available  to carry out the study, for verification of which the company director must provide the letter with his/her signature, that the company has the appropriate capability and will provide the minimum required staff, in particular:

·  at least 2 employee  in the field of exploration and evaluation of environmental impacts of geological exploration and extraction of minerals, with 5 years of professional experience, 

· economist with 3 years of professional experience in mining industry,

·  2 lawyer with 3 years of professional experience.  

The attention of interested Consultants is drawn to Section III, paragraphs, 3.14, 3.16, and 3.17 of the World Bank’s “Procurement Regulations for IPF Borrowers” July 2016 (“Procurement Regulations”), setting forth the World Bank’s policy on conflict of interest.  
Consultants may associate with other firms to enhance their qualifications, but should indicate clearly whether the association is in the form of a joint venture and/or a sub-consultancy. In the case of a joint venture, all the partners in the joint venture shall be jointly and severally liable for the entire contract, if selected.
A Consultant will be selected in accordance with Consultant’s qualifications based selection (CQS) method set out in the Procurement Regulations.
