1.1 The purchased subject is the purchase of «Passenger vehicles» (hereinafter also products) for Dilijan Municipality needs, «client name».
The technical description of products, as well as specifications, technical data and complete and adequate description of other non-price conditions are the inseparable part of the Contract to be signed, the project of which is presented in the appendix N7 of the invitation.

Moreover, the prepayment provision to the selected participant will be done in accordance with the defined conditions in the part 1, 10.3 clause of the invitation, and the repayment of the prepayment will be done in accordance with the defined order of the Contract to be signed.
2.  REQUIREMENTS OF THE PARTICIPANT’S PARTICIPATION ELIGIBILITY, QUALIFICATION STANDARDS AND THEIR ASSESSMENT PROCEDURE

2.1 In the procedure do not have right to participate those who: 
1) have been declared bankrupt on the day of filling the application; 

2) have until one percent of the bid they presented on the day of submitting the application regarding revenues controlled by the tax authority, but not overdue liabilities exceeding more than fifty thousand AMD; 3) or whose executive body representative was convicted during the three years  prior to the day of application submission for financing terrorism, crimes including child exploitation or human trafficking, establishing criminal cooperation or being a part of it, receiving bribe or being a mediator for it, and for crimes against economic activity provided by law, except the cases when the conviction is removed or spent in accordance with order defined by law;
4) have undisputed administrative acts on them in accordance with order defined by law during a year prior to the day of application submission for anti-competitive agreement or abuse of dominating position; 

5) are in the published list of the participant list not eligible to participate in the procurement process on the day of application submission according to the  procurement lagislation of the Eurasian econmic union member states;

6) are in the participant list not eligible to participate in the procurement process on the day of application submission.
2.2 For the assesmennt of participation eligibility the participant should present the written announcement with the application approved by himself in accordance with the clause 2.2 of part 2 oof the invitation. Besides the announcement provided by this clause no other documents or justifications can be required from the participant, as well as selected participant for the assessment of participation eligibility. Committee assessing (hereinafter committee) participant’s application authenticity assesses in accordance with the conditions defined by this invitation. 
2.3 The simultaneously participation to this procedure of the organizations founded by interconnected persons and (or) the same person or having more than fifty percent of shares belonging to the same person (persons) is forbidden as defined in this clause, except the organizations founded by the state or communities and (or) the cases of the joint activity (with consortium) participation in the procurement process.
Within the meaning of clause 119 of the procedure:
1) physical persons are considered interconnected when being the same family member, or run common economy, or joint entrepreneurial activity, or have acted in accord, coming out of their common economic interests,
2) physical and legal persons are considered interconnected if they acted in accord, coming out of common economic interests, or if the physical person or his family member is:

a) a participant who owns more than ten percent of that legal person's shares, 
b) a person who has a possibility to predetermine the decisions by the legal person in other not forbidden way by The Republic of Armenia Legislation,
c) a board chairman of the legal person, deputy board chairman, board member, executive director, deputy executive director, collegial cody chairman realizing fuctions of the executive body, or member,
d) the employee of the legal person working under the direct supervision of executive director, or has significant impact on decisions making by the governing bodies of the legal person.
3) Participants with no status of physical person are considered interconnected if:
a) the person with voting right owns ten or more percent of the stocks (shares, hereinafter stock) giving voting right or with participation power of his or according to the Contract signed between these persons has possibility to predetermine ther’s decisions,
 b) the participant (sharehlder) and (or) participants (shareholders) or their family members (if the participant is physical person) possessing more than ten percent of the stocks of the one giving right to vote or having possibility to predetermine his decisions in other way not forbidden by law have right to directly or indirectly own (including based on sale and purchase, accreditation management, joint activity Contracts,  assignments and other transactions) other's stocks of more than ten percent that give voting right or have possibility to predetermine the latter’s decisions in other way not forbidden by The Republic of Armenia Legislation,

c) the members from any governing body of one of them or other persons performing similar liabilities, as well as one of their family members at the same time is member of any governing body of other person or other person performing similar liabilities,
d) they acted or act in accord, coming out of the common economic interests.
In the meaning of this clause family members are father, mother, husband, husband's parents, grandmother, grandfather, sister, brother, children, husband/wife and children of the sister or brother.
 2.4 For the fulfillment of liabilities provided by the Contract to be signed the participant should have the following:

1) professional experience,

2) technical means,

3) financial resources,

4) working resourses.
2.5 Presented to the participant
1) qualification standards “professional experience” is defined and assessed in accordance with the following procedure:

a) the participant should have properly implemented at least one similar Contract during the current year of application submission and past three years. The Contract (Contracts) implemented before is (are) assessed in the same way if the volume (or cumulative volume) provided in the frame of it (them) in total expression is not less than fifty percent of the bid presented in the procedure by the participant. Moreover, the supplied products volume in the frame of at least one Contract should not be less than twenty percent of the bid presented in the procedure by the participant.
In the meaning of the procedure the transport means being provided are considered similar, 
b) to justify his correspondence with the requirements of the sub-clause by paragraph a) the participant presents the announcement approved by him  with application on condition that in case of being a participant in the first place he will present to the committee the copies of the Contract (Contracts) implemented before and its (their) invoices in accordance with the order and dates defined by this invitation, and for the proper assessment of the Contract (Contracts) he should present the copy of act (handover-receipt protocol, etc) assuring the Contract performance within defined dates approved by the parties of the Contract or the written confirmation of the party that accepted the performance of the Contract,
c) the participant's qualification is assessed satisfactory regarding this criterion if the latter ensures the conditions and requirements provided by this sub-clause.
2) Qualification standards “technical means” is defined and assessed in accordance with the following procedure:

a) with the application the participant presents announcement approved by himself on the technical means existence for the performance of the Contract to be signed,
b) the participant's qualification is assessed satisfactory regarding this criterion if the latter ensures the conditions and requirements provided by this sub-clause.
3) Qualification standards “financial resources” is defined and assessed in accordance with the following procedure:

a) - the total gross income of the Republic of Armenia resident participant, except the non sole entrepreneur physical persons, for the previous fiscal three years of application submission should not be less than the bid presented by the participant in the frame of the procedure,
- the book value of liabilities during the fiscal year should not exceed the book value of assets,
b) to justify his correspondence with the requirements of the sub-clause by paragraph a) the participant presents the announcement approved by him  with the application, the authenticity of which the committee assesses in accordance with the conditions defined by this invitation.
c) If the participant is not RA resident or the participant is a physical person - not sole entrepreneur, then the condition by the paragraph a) of this sub-clause does not act, and the participant presents only announcement with the application.
 d) The participant's qualification is assessed satisfactory regarding this criterion if the latter ensures the conditions and requirements provided by this sub-clause.
4) Qualification standards “working resources” is defined and assessed in accordance with the following procedure:

a) with the application the participant presents announcement approved by himself on the needed existing working resources for the performance of the Contract to be signed,
b) The participant's qualification is assessed satisfactory regarding this criterion if the latter ensures the conditions and requirements provided by this sub-clause.
2.6 The Contract to be signed in the frame of this procedure can be implemented through the Contract signing by the agency. The person who applied to participate in this procedure cannot be considered a party of the agency Contract. 
2.7 The participants can have joint activity participation (consortium) in the procedure. In this case:
1)during the application assesment it is taken into consideration that the qualifiction of each member of the joint activity Contract should correspond the person’s qualification requirements committed under the Contract and defined by this invitation. 
2) One of the parties of the joint activity Contract cannot present separate act to the same procedure. In case of violation of the requirement by this paragraph applications submitted both by joint activity procedure and separately are declined at the application opening session.
3) The participants bear joint and several liability. Moreover, when consortium member leaves the consortium the Contract signed between the client and the consortium is unilaterally terminated, and the liability measures set by the Contract are applied to the consortium members.
3.  CLARIFICATION OF THE INVITATION AND PROCEDURE OF MODIFICATION IN THE INVITATION
3.1 According to the 29th article of the Law the participant has right to require invitation clarification from the client.

The participant has right for written request of invitation clarification from the committee at least five calendar days before the application submission deadline. The committee provides the written clarification to the participant who made the request during the next two calendar days frօm the day of receiving request.
3.2 The announcement on the request and clarifications is published on the website www.procurement.am on the day of providing clarification, on the following sections of the current newsletter (hereinafter newsletter) and without mentioning the participant’s data who made a request: section «Procurement announcements», subsection «Announcements on invitation clarification».
3.3 No clarification is provided if the request was made with the violation of dates as defined in this section, as well as, if the request is out of this invitation’s content. Moreover, the participant receives written notification on the grounds of the clarification absence, during the next two calendar days frօm the day of receiving request.
3.4 Modifications can be made in the invitation at least five calendar days before the application submission deadline. During the next three calendar days from the day of modifications made an announcement is published in the newsletter on making modifications and their provision conditions.
3.5 In case of making modifications in the invitation the deadline of the application submission is counted from the day of publishing announcement in the newsletter on those modifications. In this case the participants must extend the assurance validity period of presented application by them or to present new assurance of the application.
4.  APPLICATION SUBMISSION PROCEDURE
4.1 To participate in this procedure the participant presents an application to the committee. The application is the presented proposal by the participant on the basis of this invitation. 
Application is presented till its date expiry defined by the invitation.
Application preparation procedure is described in the 2nd part of this invitation - in the application preparation order of open tender.

4.3 With application the participant presents:

2) announcement approved by himself on his correspondence with the requirements of the participation eligibilitys defined by this invitation,

7) announcement approved by himself on the absence of dominating position abuse and anti-competitive agreement in the frame of this procedure,
8) announcement approved by himself on the absence of persons interconnected to him and (or)  simultaneous participation of the companies founded by him or possesing more than fifty percent of shares belonging to him in the frame of this procedure,
9) the data of the physical person (persons) directly or indirectly owning more than ten percent of voting stocks (shares)  in the statutory capital of the participant, including the representing person’s stocks; or the data of the person (persons) who has the right to appoint or fire the members of the participant’s executive body, or receives more than fifteen percent of profit from participant’s entrepreneurial or other  activity. In case of absence of the persons mentioned in the sub-clause the data of the executive director and members are presented. Moreover, if the participant is announced as the selected one, the information provided by this paragraph is published in the newsletter along with the announcement on the decision of Contract conclusion,
10) the agency’s Contract copy and the data of the person who is the party, if the Contract signed will be implemented through agency,

11) Contract copy of joint activity, if the participants have joint activity participation (consortium) in this procedure. 
5.   APPLICATION BID 

5.1 Besides the product value the bid includes the expenses of transportation, insurance, duties, taxes, expenses regarding other payments and cannot be less than their cost price. The calculation of the bid should be submitted with application.

5.2 The participant presents bid as value (sum of the cost price and predictable profit, in thw framework of the Program the expences are exempted from VAT according to the Contract on Grant). No calculation of components of value, i.e. extract, or other detailes are required and presented. If the participant has to pay VAT for this transaction to the state budget of the RA, then the separated line of the proposed price offer shall be the amount payable for that type of tax. Moreover, assessment and comparison of the bids by participants are implemented without the tax money calculation mentioned in this clause. 
5.3 If the cost of the Contract to be signed is stable, the bid is presented with one number, i.e. with offered general cost for the erformance of the Contract. Moreover, the participant cannot be requested to submit bid justifications or other informations or documents, as well as the profit of the participant cannot be limited by the invitation.
6. APPLICATION PERIOD OF VALIDITY, PROCEDURE OF MODIFICATIONS IN THE APPLICATIONS AND THEIR WITHDRAWAL

6.1 According to the Article 31 of the Law the application is valid until the Contract signing apprpriate to the Law, withdrawal of application by the participant, application decline and this procedure cancellation.  
 6.2  According to the Article 31 of the Law, the participant can modify or withdraw his application until the application submission deadline defined in the clause 4.2 of the part 1 of this invitation.
7. APPLICATION PROVISION 
7.1 With the application the participant submits application assurance in accordance with the defined procedure of this invitation, the amount of which equals to the five percent of the cost in the application.

Application provision is presented in the way of unilaterally approved announcement, of fines or cash money
.
Application provision is presented in the way of bank warranty or cash money
.
The assurance of application submitted in the way of cash money must be tranfered to the treasury account number «900008000466» opened in the Central treasury after the authorized person, that is subject to refund to the participant during the twenty working days after the Contract signature in the frame of this procedure or cancelation of the procedure, except  the cases defined in the clause 7.3 of part 1 of the invitation.
7.2 Participant pays for application assurance, if he:

1) is announced a selected participant, but refuses or is deprived of the right to conclude a Contract,

2) violated the commitment taken in the purchase process, that caused the cancelation of the Participant’s further participation in the process,

3) refused from further participation of the procedure after application opening.
7.3 Application assurance should be valid for 90 (ninety) working day from the day of appication submission. Application assurance is subject to return to the participant during the twenty working days after the Contract signature in the frame of this procedure or cancelation of the procedure except  the cases defined in the clause 7.3 of part 1 of the invitation.
8.  APPLICATION OPENING, ASSESSMENT AND SUMMARY OF RESULTS

8.1 Application opening will be done at the opening session of the committee on the 40th day from the day of publishing announcement of this procedure and invitation, at 12:00, Dilijan city, 55 Myasnikyan street.

In the session of application opening:

1) head of committee (the one who chairs the session) announces the session opened and publicizes the cost of products to be purchased with one number in the frame of the procedure and defined by purchase application. The committee secretary informs about the notes made in the registry book and hands the application registry, other documents that are integral part of it and registered applications to the head of committee, 
2) after handing the documents mentioned in the sub-clause 1 of this clause to the head (chairing person) the committee assesses:
a) the correspondence of the compiling of envelops with applications and presentation with the defined procedure, and opens the corresponding assessed applications,
b) existence of the required (provided) documents in the each opened envelope and correspondence of their compiling with the requisites defined by the invitation.
3) head of committee announces with one number the bids by the participants applied based on what is written with letters. 

8.2 Applications are assessed according to the procedure in this invitation. The applications corresponding with the provided conditions in this invitation are assessed satisfactory, otherwise applications are assessed not satisfactory and are declined. Moreover, in the application opening session the committee declines the applications with no bid and/or application assurance, or they do not correspond with the requirements of the invitation.
8.3 The participant for the first place is selected from the participants whose apllications are assessed satisfactory, with the principle to give preference to the one offering the minimal price. Moreover, while choosing the participants for the first and sequential places by the committee, the bid assessment and comparison is implemented without the calculation of the mentioned tax amount defined in the clause 5.2 of part 1 of this invitation.
8.4 If there is discrepancy between the sums written in letters and numbers, the one written with letters is basic. If the offered bids are presented with two or more currencies, they are compared with AMD with the rate defined by Central bank of RA on the day of application opening. 

8.5 Negotiations between the committee, client and members are forbidden, except:

1) when one participant participated in the procedure whose application corresponds with the requirements of the invitation or when in the result of application assessment only one participant’s application corresponded the invitation requirements or in case of equality of minimal bids, or if the bids by all the participants whose applications are assessed satisfactory and satisfying non-pricing conditions exceed the financial resources for the purchase provided by the sub-clause 1 of the clause 8.1 of part 1 of this invitation. As defined by this clause all the negotiations can cause only the decrease of the bid or payment condition change, and the negotiations carry out simultaneously with all the participants.
2)  Other cases provided by the Law.
8.6 Committee selects the participants for the first and sequential places froom the participants whose applications are assessed satisfatory by the committee towards the requirements of the invitation. In case of equality of minimal bids or if the bids by all the participants whose applications are assessed satisfactory and satisfying non-pricing conditions exceed the defined price for the purchased products by the products purchase application in the frame of this procedure:
a) to select the participants for the first and sequential places simultanious negotiations are carried out with all the participants satisfying non-pricing conditions to decrease bids in the committee session, if all participants (authorized representatives) are present at the session,
b) otherwise the session is cancelled, and the committee secretary informs all the participants whose applications are assessed satisfactory by email about the simultaneous negotiation’s day, time and place on price decrease within one workimg day,
c) negotiations are carried out not earlier than on the second working day starting from the next day of sending notification, and not later than the tenth working day,
d) the bid of each participant offered at that moment is presented to the other participants, and the participant can review his bid till the end of the negotiation deadline. 
e) at the moment of negotiation deadline expiration according to the prices offered by participants, the cost of which does not exceed the financial resources provided for the purchase, participants are selected and announced for the first and sequential places,
f) at the moment of negotiation deadline expiration if the participants bids exceed the defined cost for set by the purchase application products to be purchased in the frame of this procedure, or the minimal costs are equal, the purchase procedure is announced cancelled according to the clause 1 of part 1 of article 37 of the Law, 

8.7 in case of request on any participant’s application, the secretary immediately provides the other person who requested  the document(s) copies of complete description of products presented by the participant, including the one in the first place. In case of impossibility to do the request the original documents are immediately provided to the person requested who examines the right in the place, has right to take photos, and returnes them to the secretary during the session without hindering the normal functioning of the committee.
8.8 If there are discrepancies on the invitation requirements in the application of the participant in the result of assesment during the application opening session, except the cases when the bid in the application or the application assurance  are missing, or they are presented incompatible with the invitation requirements, the cmission cancels the session for one working day, and the committee secretary informs about it by email to the participant at that exact day offering to correct the discrepancy until the expiry date of the cancellation. 
8.9 If the participant corrects the discrepancy according to the clause 8.8 of this invitation, his application is assessed satisfactory. Otherwise the application is assessed not satisfactory and is declined.
8.10 Committee member or secretary cannot participate in the committees' works if it is found out at the application opening session that the company founded by them or having shares, or the relative person (parent, husband, child, brother, sister, as well as husband’s parent, child, brother or sister), or the company founded by that person or having shares submitted an application for the participation in the procedure. If the condition defined by this clause is present, then immediately after the application opening session the committee member or secretary having conflict of interests regarding the procedure self-reports himself from the procedure. 
8.11 Protocol is made after the application opening in accordance with the defined procedure of RA Legislation on procurements. 
8.12  On the next working day after the end of the application opening session committee secretary:

1) publishes the scanned versions of protocols ftom the original documents on application opening session, as well as registration book in the neswletter,
2) from his name and the name of the assesing committee – present members at the application opening session, publishes in the newsletter the scanned versions of original documents on the announcements about absence of conflict of interests. Those committee members who participate in the committee’s sessions after the application opening session, sign the announcements provided by this sub-clause that are published in the newsletter by the secretary on the next day of signing,
3) requests by email to the State Revenue Committee under the Government of the Republic of Armenia (hereinafter committee) about the participant in the first place on the following: overdue liabilities regarding the profits controlled by the tax body on the day of application submission, as well as on the availability of the conditions defined for the “Finance means” qualification criterion assessment provided by the clause 2.5 of part 1 of the invitation, mentioning name and TPIN of the participant. Moreover, in the given sub-clause the invitation is sent to the emaill address: Ashkhen_Papoyan@taxservice.am according to the form defined by Appendix 8 of this invitation. The copies of the emails should be simultaneously sent to Lusine_Ghahramanyan@taxservice.am and procurement@minfin.am,
4) notifies the participant in the first place by email, offering him to send by email documents and offered products’ complete description justifying qualification standards provided by the section 3 of part 2 of this invitation during three working days from the day of the notification sent. In case of not sending the documents within the dates defined by this sub-clause the committee declines the application of the participant in the first place at the application assessment session, and at the same session recognizes the next participant to be in the first place, applying the procedure defined by clauses from 8.12 to 8.20 of this invitation.
8.13 The participant in the first place sends the required documents defined by sub-clause 4 of clause 8.12 of the invitation to the committee secretary’s email address provided by the invitation. The secretary should approve the receipt of the documents justifying qualification standards on the same day by sending confirmation from his email address to the participant’s email address, mentioned in this invitation.
8.14 From the day of receiving the request provided by the sub-clause 3 of clause 8.12 of part 1 of the invitation during three working days the client provides by email the information on request corresponding the form provided by Appendix 9 of this invitation. In case of not receiving information from the committee within the defined date provided by this clause the announcements by the participant are considered true to reality. If it is recorded by the information presented later than the defined date by the committee that on the day of application submission the participant had overdue liabilities exceeding the limit defined by the Law regarding the controlled incomes by the tax body, or does not meet the requirements of the “finance means” qualification criterion by this invitation, and the Contract is not signed, the application of the participant is declined. If the participant’s announcement is recognized as not true to the reality in the result of the provided information within the defined date, the participant’s application is declined by the decision of the committee at the application assessment session, regardless the difference of information provided by the participant and by the committee. During the assessment of the qualification criterion provided by this clause the procedure by the sub-clause 2 of clause 8.19 of part 1 of the invitation is taken into consideration.

8.15 During the next five working days after the day of the grounds appear provided by the clause 6 of part 1 of article 6 of the Law the client sends the participant data with appropriate grounds to the authorized body in written way, that itself provides them in written way to the procurement appeal board during the next five working days from the day of receipt. In case of presence of the grounds on no eligibility for participation defined by clause 8.14 of the invitation the data are not provided to the authorised body, if the participant or committee provided the additional information until the next third working day after the session for  the confirmation of the application assessment results.
8.16 According to the sub-clause of clause 8.12 of part 1 of this invitation, on the next working day  after the document submission deadline by the participant in the first place the secretary simultaneously provides to the committee members the electronic copies of the documents provided by the participant in the first place, 2 samples of assessment form, and information received by the committee. The session for approving application assessment results is arranged not later than on the third working day from the day of providing the documents to the committee members. Moreover, the committee assesses also the correspondence of the complete description of the presented products with the requirements of this invitation, and in case of discrepancy the description in the committee protocol of the all the discrepancies related to the requirements of the invitation in the complete description of products is mandatory and detailed.
8.17 Participants and their representatives can be present at the committee sessions. Participants or their representatives can request protocol copies of the committee sessions that are provided within one calendar day.

8.18 The electronic notifications from the committee and (or) client are sent from the committee secretary emaill address defined in the invitation to the participant’s email address  mentioned in the application, and in case of the participant, from the emaill address mentioned in his appliction to the committee secretary emaill address defined in the invitation.
In case of exchange of information (documents) electronically the participant confirmes information (documents) with electronic signature the print of which should be seen on the paper,  and certificate - posted in ID provided according to the defined procedure of RA Law on “Identification documents”, or sends scanned information (documents) of the approved original documents. 
8.19 To assess the documents justifying qualification requirements provided by clause 8.16 of part 1 of this invitation at the organized session:

1) the committee evaluates the correspondence of the information provided by the committee, as well as the documents (information) by the participant in the first place with the requirements defined by the invitation. If the participation eligibility, qualification and complete description of the presented products of the participant in the first place is assessed satisfactory, the latter is announched a selected participant.   
2) When there are discrepancies in the result of assessment of the documents justifying qualification standards and (or) the complete description of the products,   in case of not presenting complete documents by the participant in the first place, as well as in case of presented documents, including the ones provided by the qualification committee, the committee secretary sends an electronic notification to the participant in the first place offering to correct discrepancies within one working day. Moreover, the copy of protocol of the committee session must be attached to the notification, in which the description of the discrepancies recorded in the result of the assesment should be mandatory and detailed, including the complete description of the products.  
8.20 1) In case of discrepancy correction recorded by the participant in the first place within the defined date the application is assessed satisfactory and the participant in the first place is announced as the selected one.

2) In case of not correcting discrepancy the application is declined by the committee’s decision, and the committee announces the next participant  to be in the first place applying the procedure defined in clauses 8.12 to 8.19 of part 1 of the invitation.  

8.21 In case of not signing (refusing) the Contract by the selected participant or deprivation of the right to sign it the committee applies procedure defined in clauses 8.12 to 8.19 of part 1 of the invitation to select the participant. 
8.22 In the result of the assessment of the applications a protocol on application asssessment session is formed. The protocol is signed by the members being present at the committee session. On the next first working day of the end of the session on application assessment the session protocol is published in the newsletter. 
 8.23 The participant can submit other additional documents, infromation and materials for justifying the correspondence of the requirements provided to him. The committee can check the authenticity of the data presented by the participant using data from official sources or receiving written conclusion of the authorities. When receiving such request the appropriate state and local self-governing bodies provide written conclusion within two working days from the day of request recept. If during the checking process of the information authenticity provided by the participant are recognized not true to the reality, the participant's application is declined.
8.24 For the usage of the clause 8.23 of part 1 of the invitation the committee convenes an extraordinary sitting. 
8.25 Before signing the Contract the client publishes in the newsletter  announcement on the decision of Contract conclusion not later than on the next first working day after the decision made about the participant. The decision on the Contract conclusion includes summary information on the application assessment and the reasons for chosing the selected participant, and announcement on the inactivity period.
8.26 Inactivity period is the period between the next day of the announcement publishing day on the decision to sign a Contract and the day of competence received to sign a Contract by the client. Invalidity period regarding this procedure is 10 calendar days. Invalidity period is not applicable when there is only one participant applied to whom the Contract is signed with. The client signs the Contract if during the invalidity period provided by this clause participants do not appeal the decision on signing the Contract in the procurement appeal board. The Contract signed before the invalidity period date expiration or without the published announcement on Contract signing is null and void.
9. CONTRACT CONCLUSION 
9.1 Contract is signed by the client based on the decision of the committee. Contract is signed in written way by composing one document.

9.2 During the next four working days after the invalidity period expiration defined by the clause 8.26 of part 1 of the invitation the client notifies the selected participant presenting the offer of signing a Contract and Contract draft. Moreover, the Contract can be signed not earlier than the next second working day after invalidity period expirition date defined by the clause 8.26 of part 1 of this invitation.
9.3 The committee secretary provides electronic version of the offer on signing a Contract and draft of the Contract to be signed to the selected participant. Moreover, the Contract includes complete description of the products presented by the selected participant in the application.
9.4 If the selected participant does not sign a Contract within 10 working days after receiving notification on Contract signing and Contract draft and does not present to the client Contract assurance, he is deprived form the right to sign the Contract. In case of deposite provided by the Contract the date defined by this clause is set to 15 working days. Moreover, the draft of the Contract approved by the selected participant is presented to the client in a written way, and its submission letter is registered in the client's document circulation system. The Contract draft is approved by the client's director during the next two working days after the competence received, and is provided to the selected participant with the accompanying letter on the next working day after the confirmation.
9.5 Modifications in the Contract draft can be made with the consent of the parties until the expiry date defined by the clause 9.4 of part 1 of this invitation, but they cannot cause the change of the procurement subject descriptions, including the increase of the bid by the selected participant. 
10. THE CONTRACT ASSURANCE
 
10.1 Upon the request to submit the Contract assurance, within 10 working days starting from the day of receiving it, the selected participant should present the the Contract assurance. The Contract is concluded with the selected participant if the latter submits the Contract assurance.
10.2 The amount of the the Contract assurance is 10 percent of the the Contract price. The Contract assurance should be valid at least till the next 10th working day after the last day of the complete performance of liabilities defined in the the Contract to be signed. The The Contract assurance is subject to return to the participant submitting it within 10 working days after the complete performance of liabilities assumed by the The Contract concluded in the result of this procedure.
Mreover:
1) if the bid by the participant selected in the frame of this procedure does not exceed 70 million AMD, the Contract assurance is submitted by the selected participant in a form of unilaterally approved announcement - fine or cash money. In case if the bid by the participant selected in the frame of this procedure exceeds 70 million AMD, the Contract assurance is submitted in the form of bank warranty or cash money. The Contract assurance submitted in the form of cash must be transferred to the treasury account “900008000474” opened in the name of authorized body in the Central Treasury. In case the Contract assurance is submitted in the form of unilaterally approved statement - fine, it is submitted in compliance with the form defined by Appendix 11.
2) if the procurement procedure is organized on the basis of part 6 of Article 15 of the Law, and there are no financial resources allocated at the moment of liability generation of the Contract conclusion, the Contract assurance is submitted in the form of the unilaterally approved statement - fine or cash money. If 

the financial resourses allocated at the moment of liability generation of the Contract conclusion exceed 70 million AMD, but for the complete performance of the Contract the financial resources are required later too, the Contract assurance regarding the allocated financial resources, is submitted by the participant in the form of bank warranty or cash money, and the regarding the required financial resources – in the frm of the unilaterally approved statement, i.e. fine or cash money.

 In the case if this sub-clause is applicable the Contract assurance, submitted in the form of bank warranty or cash money, is refunded to the participant from the allocated financial resources and within next 10 working days after the complete performance of liabilities assumed by the Contract.
10.3 In case of prepayment condition by the client prescribed by the Contract the selected participant submits to the client a prepayment assurance as well in the amount of prepayment, in the form of bank warranty. Moreover, in cases of procurement procedures implemented on the basis of the state budget resources, the RA Ministry of Finance is mentioned as beneficiary in the document justifying prepayment assurance. The repayment procedure of the prepayment is defined by the Contract draft.

 
 
11. CANCELLATION OF THE PROCEDURE
 
11.1 In accordance with Article 37 of the Law, the Committee announces this procedure cancelled if:
1) none of the applications complies with the invitation conditions;
2) the need for procurement stops. Moreover, the procurement procedure for the needs of the state or communities can be announced fully or partially cancelled based on the decision of the RA Government or community council, and in the cases of other client based on the decision of the head of the authorized body performing the general management, and in the cases of the foundations based on the decision of board of trustees
;

3) no application was submitted;

4) no contract is concluded.

11.2 Within the next working day after the cancellation of the procurement procedure the client publishes an announcement in the newsletter, where the ground for procurement procedure cancellation is mentioned.
 
    
12. ACTIVITIES ON THE PROCUREMENT PROCEDURE AND (OR) MADE DECISIONS TO APPEAL PARTICIPAN'S RIGHT AND PROCEDURE 

12.1 Any person is eligible to appeal the activities (inactivity) and decisions of the client, the Committee and the procurements appeal board. 
12.2 The relations on the procurements, as well as appeal examination are not administrative relations, and  are regulated by the RA Legislation of the civil-legal relations regulation.

12.3 In accordance with the Law any person has right to:
1) 1) appeal against the activity (inactivity) and decisions of the client and the Committee before the Contract conclusion by submitting a written reference at working days and hours, at the following address: 1 Melik-Adamyan Street, Yerevan;
2) appeal in court against the activity (inactivity) and decisions of the procurement appeal board, client and the Committee.
12.4 If the person who submitted the appeal appeals:
1) against the decision of the Contract conclusion, then submits the appeal to the procurement appeal board in accordance with the clause 8.28 of part 1 of this invitation;  
2) against the characteristics of the product purchased invitation requirements, then submits the appeal to the procurement appeal board till the deadline of application submission.
12.5 The appeal is submitted to the procurement appeal board in a written form, signed, and including:
1) 1) the name of the person submitting the appeal (name, surname, copy of identification document) and address;
2) client name and address;
3) the code of the procurement procedure being appealed and subject;
4) subject of dispute and requirement of the appealer;
5) the factual and legal grounds and proofs of the appeal;
6) the copy of the document justifying the payment of the appeal cost. Moreover, the amount of the appeal cost is 30,000 AMD, that is paid to the state budget of the Republic of Armenia for that purpose, to the treasury account “900008000482“ opened in the name of the authorized body; 
7) the name and account of the bank, to which the amount must be transferred to in case of appeal is satisfied;
8) other necessary information.
12.6 On the next working day after the publication of the decision in the newsletter by the appeal board on satisfying the appeal the member of the appeal board who made a decision submits to the authorized body in a written form the copy of the document approving the appeal cost payment and the name and account number of the bank to which the refunded money should be transferred. Within next five working days after the day of the mentioned document copy receipt the appeal cost is refunded to the person who paid it by transferring it to the bank account presented.

12.7 If the appeal does not satisfy the requirements of Article 50 of the Law, the board informs the appealer about it in a written form within next two working days from the day of receiving the appeal, providing two working days for eliminating the protocol flaws. Moreover, if the submitted appeal has not satisfied the requirements of the Article 50 within the defined date prescribed by the sub-clause 2 of the clause 12.4 of part 1 of this invitation, the appeal corrected and submitted to the board within the date defined by this clause is considered the one submitted within the defined date.

12.8 In accordance with the requirements of the Article 50, the board applies to the client within next two working days after the day of receiving the appeal with the requirement to submit to the board all the documents necessary for decision making on the appeal. The client submits to the board all the documents mentioned in this clause within next two working days starting from the day of receiving such request.
12.9 The decisions on the appeal are made with such procedure, in accordance to which the appealer, client and all parties enrolled have right to be present at the board sessions and express their viewpoints.
12.10 The written decision on the appeal, which includes the ground for the decision is made and published not later than within 20 working days from the day of receiving the appeal. This date can be delayed once, till 10 calendar days based on the justified decision of the board. The board decision is legally binding.

12.11 The Council:
1) has a right to adopt following decisions on activity or inactivity of the client and Committee:
a. to prohibit certain actions and make decisions; 
b. to oblige to make appropriate decisions, including procurement procedure on cancellation, except the decision invalidate the Contract; 
c. to change adopted decisions;
2) adopts a decision to include the participant in the list of the participants without right to participate in the procurement procedure;
3) registers the decisions adopted by the board supervise their implementation.
12.12 In case the appeal is satisfied by the procurement appeal board, the client is liable for the compensation of the losses caused to the appealer and justified according to the defined manner. 

12.13 Appeal examination is open for public, except procurements containing state secret. Within one working day from the day receiving the appeal the board publishes announcement about it in the newsletter.

12.14 Any person, whose rights have been violated or can be violated as a result of actions serving a ground fro appeal, is eligible to participate in the appeal procedure until the date of the decision making on appeal by submitting similar appeal to the procurement appeal board.

 In accordance with the Article 50 of the Law, the person not participated in the appeal prcedure is deprived of the right to submit similar appeal to the procurement appeal board.
12.5 The procurement appeal decision is published in the newsletter by the board within next three working days after the day of adoption of the decision mentioning the date of publication. 
12.16 Any person, who is concerned in signing certain transaction, and who has suffered losses from the activity or inactivity of the client, Committee or procurement appeal bօard, is eligible to demand compensation of the losses by the court order.
12.17 The appeal submitted to the procurement appeal board automatically cancels procurement procedure from the day of announcement published in the newsletter according to the part 9 of the Article 50 of the Law and clause 12.13 of this invitation until the day of the announcement publishment in the newsletter of adopted decision on appeal.

 The cancellation can be invalidated by the decision of the board if according to the justifications submitted by the client and based on the public or defend or national security interests, it is necessary to continue the procurement procedure. The decision defined by this clause is published in the newsletter by the board within one working day  from the day of its adoption.

1. SUBJECT OF THE CONTRACT
 
1.1. Seller is obliged to supply product, inquired by the technical description in  the procurement timeline  of the Appendix 1 in the Contract (hereinafter “product” ), to Buyer in accordance with the procedure, sizes, dates and address defined by this Contract (hereinafter, “Contract”), and the Buyer is obliged to accept the product and pay for it.
 
2. RIGHTS AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE PARTIES
 
2.1 Buyer has the right 
2.1.1 to refuse to accept the product if it is not supplied by the Seller in the timeframe defined in the Contract, if the dates are infringed for more than 20 days.
2.1.2 If supplied product is of improper quality and does not correspond to the technical description for the quality, as inquired by the Contract, the Buyer has the right;
a. to demand compensation for his/her expenses because the product is of improper quality;
b. not to accept the product defining  his/her prudence during reasonable date for replacement of the product of improper value without additional payment with a product of a value, which corresponds to the Contract, and demand from Seller pay fine envisaged in paragraph 6.3 of the Contract;
c. to refuse the execution of the Contract and demand the return of the amount paid for the Product;
2.1.3 If supplied product is less in quantity than agreed in the Contract, th Buyer has right :
a. to demand additional quantity that is needed;
b. to refuse the accepting supplied product and paying for that, and if the amount is paid for the product, to demand returning of the paid amount and to pay fine envisaged in paragraph 6.2 of the Contract;
2.1.4 If product is supplied  not in the same type and form as agreed beforehand, the Buyer at his/her choice has the right:
a. to accept product that corresponds to the ones that are agreed beforehand and to refuse accepting other products;
b. to refuse all supplied products and demand paying fine envisaged in paragraph 6.2 of the Contract;
c. to demand changing a product with no additional cost , which does not correspond to the type agreed beforehand with a product, that corresponds with the type agreed beforehand.
2.1.5 In case of  delaying the dates of supply of the Product , the Seller decide , upon his/her discretion,  new date of supply of product and demand from the Seller paying fine envisaged in paragraph 6.2 of the Contract;
2.1.6   The Buyer has the right to demand from the Seller  “damage compensation”, if the Buyer, in the result of delaying of the agreement by Seller, has bought product from other person after the rescinding  of this Contract with higher, but reasonable price, instead of the product envisaged in the Contract at the amount of the difference between the prices of defined in the Contract and in the Agreement signed instead of the former, as well as all his/her all necessary and reasonable expenses for obtaining the product from other persons.

2.1.7 to rescind unilaterally the Contract (fully or partially), if the Seller has infringed the Contract substantially:
2.1.7.1 to infringe the Contract by the Seller can be substantial, if:
a. the product supplied is of improper quality, which can not be changed in the timeframe acceptable for the Buyer;
b. the dates for the product supply is delayed for more than 20 days.
2.1.8  to examine the product and immediately inform the Seller about the shortcomings.
 
2.2 Buyer has the right to:
2.2.1 Execute all necessary actions for securing acceptance of the supplied product in accordance with the Contract;   
2.2.2  In case of refusal, according to the Contract, the Buyer should accept the product supplied, secure responsible preservation of that product and immediately inform the Seller about that case.

2.2.3 In case of accepting the product supplied in accordance with the procedure and timeframe envisaged in the Contract, to pay the Seller the money  that is subject for payment, and if dates of payment are infringed, fine envisaged in paragraph 6.5 of the Contract as well.

2.2.4 Notify the Seller of the infringement of the provisions of the Contract with regards to the quantity, type and quality of the product right after shortcoming is found out the or after, in a reasonable time, relevant shortcoming should have been found out taking into account the type and significance of the product. 

2.2.5 Compensate the Seller for the damages the latter has suffered, and argumented in accordance with procedure after the rescinding of the Contract in compliance to paragraph 2.3.4.
2.3 Seller has the right to:
2.3.1 Demand from Buyer to accept the product supplied in accordance with procedure, quantity, timeframe and address envisaged in the Contract;
2.3.2 Demand from the Buyer paying the amount of money that is subject to be paid by the Buyer for the product supplied in accordance with procedure, quantity, timeframe and address envisaged in the Contract.
2.3.4 Recind the Contract unilaterally (fully or partially), if the Buyer has substantailly violated/infringed the Contract. 
2.3.4.1 The Contract is considered substantailly infringed/violated by the Buyer, if payment dates are violated for many times.
2.3.5 Supply the product earlier on the consent of the Buyer.
 
2.4 Seller is obliged to:
 
2.4.1 Hand in/Supply the Buyer the product in accordance with procedure, quantity, timeframe and address envisaged in the Contract.
 2.4.2 Secure the supply of the product in accordance with sub-paragraph (b) of paragraph 2.1.2 and (or) paragraph 2.1.5, within the dates defined by the Buyer.
 2.4.3 Hand in/Supply the Buyer product which third persons do not have rights upon;??
 2.4.5 Hand in/Supply the Buyer the product in accordance with quality and quantity, and timeframe/dates and address envisaged in the Contract, and upon the request of the Buyer give documents, defined by the legislation of the Republic of Armenia, that certify the quality of the product.
 2.4.6 In case of shortcomings in the supply, add what has been left in accordance with procedure envisaged in the Contract.
 2.4.7 Take back the product, in compliance to the paragraph 2.2.2 of the Contract, that the Buyer has preserved or manage in a reasonable timeframe, as well as compensate the Buyer for the necessary exnpenses on preserving in a responsible manner, selling? or returning to the Seller.
 2.4.8 Pay the fine and penalty in the cases envisaged in the paragraphs 6.2 and 6.3 of the Contract.
 2.4.9 Hand in/Supply the Buyer the all the additional materials that belong tp the product and corresponding documents.
 2.4.10 Compensate the Buyer for the expenses on damages the latter has suffered and are argumented in accordance with procedure after the recinding of the Contract in compliance to its paragraph 2.1.7
 2.4.11 Inform the Buyer beforehand in case of starting the process of recinding of the Contract or bankruptcy during the assurance of the execution of the Contract.
3. CONTRACT PRICE AND PAYMENT PROCEDURE

3.1  The price of the Contract is ----------- AMD
. The Contract price includes all the payments (expenses), including taxes, fees, transportation and insurance costs, premiums and expected profits done by the Seller for the performance of the Contract, except for VAT (in the framework of the Program (expences are exempted from VAT according to the Grant Contract). 
The price of the product provision is stable, and the Seller is not eligible to demand its increase, and the Buyer - its reduction.

3.2 Up to-------------AMD from the Contract price the Buyer tansfers to the Seller’s bank account as a prepayment. The repayment procedure of the prepayment is done by doing deductions from the payments on the basis of handover-receipt protocols. In each case the amount of the deductible sum (repayment of the prepayment) is determined in proportion to the amount paid for the Contract price
.

3.3 The Buyer pays for the supplied product in AMD, non-cash, by transferring money to the Seller’s settlement account. The transfer of the money is carried out on the basis of handover-receipt protocol, in the amount and months specified in the Contract payment schedule (Appendix N 2). If the protocol is composed after the 20th day of that month, and if financial resurces are provided by the payment schedule for that month, the payment is made within 30 working days, but not later than 20th of December of that year. 
4. PRODUCT ORIGIN, QUALITY AND WARRANTY

4.1 The Seller guarantees the compliance of the supplied product quality with the requirements of the state standards. A quality certificate must be submitted.

4.2 The warranty period for the products to be considered assets, is defined 365 calendar day or 100000 km that will reach later, counting from the next day of accepting the product by the Buyer

If some defects of the supplied product are appeared within the warranty period, the Seller is obliged to eliminate the defects at his own expense within the reasonable time defined by the Buyer in the Republic of Armenia. 

4.3 All the products should originate from the European Union member states, or the states where the ------------ project is implemented. “Origin” means the country where the product was produced. Products’ origin must be determined in accordance with EU Customs Legislation or relevant applicable international Contract.

5. THE PRODUCT HANDOVER-RECEIPT

5.1 The supplied product is accepted by signing handover-receipt protocol between the Buyer and Seller. The fact of transferring the product to the Buyer is fixed by the bilaterally approved document between the Buyer and Seller indicating the document date of compilation.
Until the day included for the product supply prescribed by the Contract the Seller provides the Buyer the document (Appendix N 3.1) signed by himself fixing the fact of handing over the product to the Buyer, and 3 examples of handover-receipt protocol (Appendix N 3).
With the documents defined by this point the Seller provides the Buyer also the certificates of the Product Origin. The origin certificates must be issued by the competent authorities (usually by the Chamber of Commerce and Industry) and must correspond to the Contracts conditions. Otherwise, the results of the performance of the Contract or a part of it are not accepted, the handover-receipt protocol is not signed and the Buyer:

a) take the measures for the settlement of the matter in such cases prescribed by the Contract
b) Applies sanctions to the Seller prescribed by the Contract.

5.3 The Buyer presents to the Seller one sample of signed by himself handover-receipt protocol or the reasoned rejection of not accepting the product within 5 working days since the next working day of the day of receiveing the handover-receipt protocol.
5.4 If the Buyer neither accepts the product nor rejects its acceptance within the date defined by the point 5.3 of the Contract, the supplied product is considered to be accepted and on the next working day of the defined deadline by point 5.3 of the Contract the Buyer provides the Seller the handover-receipt protocol approved by himself.
6. LIABILITIES OF THE PARTIES

6.1 The Seller is responsible for maintaining the quality of the supplied product and supply dates prescribed by the Contract.

6.2 In case of violations of the product supply dates by the Seller prescribed by the Contract, a penalty is charged from the Seller for each day of delay in amount of 0.05 percent (five one hundredths of one percent) of the product price to be supplied but not supplied yet.

6.3 In each case of supplying a product, not corresponding with the technical characteristics described in the point 1.1 of the Contract, a penalty is charged from the Seller in the amount of 0.5 percent (five tenths) from the Contract price.

6.4 The fines and penalties prescribed by the points 6.2 and 6.3 of the Contract are counted and deducted to the Seller with the sums to be paid. 

6.5 For the violation of the date by the Buyer prescribed by the point 3.3 of the Contract a penalty is charged from the Buyer for each day of delay in amount of 0.05 percent (five one hundredths of one percent) of the sum to be paid but not paid yet.

6.6 For not performing their liabilities or for their improper performance in cases not prescribed by the Contract the parties bear responsibility pursuant to the RA Legislation.

6.7 The payment of fines and (or) penalties does not exempt the parties  from the fully performance of their liabilities prescribed by the Contract.

7.   FORCE MAJEURE
For not performing the liabilities completely or partially assumed by the Contract the parties are exempt from liabilities, if it happened because of force majeure after the Contract conclusion, and which the parties could not foresee or prevent. These are: earthquake, flood, fire, war, announcing military or state of emergency, political protests, strikes, failure of communication means, acts of state bodies, etc., that make impossible the performance of the liability by the Contract. In case force majeure continues more than 3 (three) months, each of the parties has right to terminate the Contract, previously informing about it to the other party.
8. OTHER CONDITIONS
8.1 The Contract enters into force from the moment of being signed by the Parties and is valid until the fully performance of the liabilities assumed by the parties.

8.2 Payment obligation arisen from the Contract cannot be stopped from the cross liabilities offsetting arisen from the other Contract, without written and sealed agreement of the parties. Requirement right arisen from the Contract cannot be transferred to other person without written agreement of the debtor.

8.3 In case when in the result of the control or oversight or claim examination over fulfilling the requirements of the Law in accordance with the Law procedure it is found out that the Seller submitted fake documents (information and data) till the Contract conclusion in the procurement procedure for Contract conclusion, or when the decision of being selected of the latter does not correspond RA Legislation, then the Buyer has right to terminate the Contract unilaterally after the emergence of the grounds if the violations would become a ground for not conclusion of the Contract until when the Contract concusion is known in accordance with the RA Legislation. Moreover, the Buyer does not bear the risk of the arisen losses or lost profit of the Seller in the result of the unilaterally termination of the Contract, and the latter must compensate the Buyer's losses borne by his fault in the volume to which the Contract has been terminated in accordance with the Republic of Armenia Law.
8.4 The disputes regarding the Contract are subject to be examined in the RA courts.
8.5
Modifications and additions to the Contract can be made only by mutual agreement of the Parties, by concluding an agreement which will be inseparable part of the Contract. 

It is forbidden to make such changes in the Contract, and if the Contract price is factor price, also in the agreements attached the Contract and concluded during each next year, that cause artificial changes of the purchased products volume or their unit price or Contract price. 
Under the influence of the factors beyond contrօl of the Contract parties every case of the Contract modification is defined by the RA Covernment. 
8.6 If the Contract is performed through the Contract cnclusion by the agency: 

1) The Seller takes a responsibility for the not fulfillment or not properly fulfillment of the agent’s duties,
2) in case of agent change during the Contract performance the Seller informs the Buyer about it in written form providing Contract copy of the agency and the person’s data being a party of it during five working days from the moment modifications made.
:

8.7 If the Contract is performed by the joint activity (consortium) Contract conclusion, the Contract parties carry joint and several liability. Moreover, when the consortium member leaves the consortium the Contract is terminated unilaterally, and liability measures stipulated by the Contract are applied to the consortium members
.
8.8 Product supply date can be extended until that date expiry by the Contract in case of being suggested by the Seller, in condition, that product use requirement is still relevant for the Buyer. Moreover, product supply date can be extended once for 30 calendar days in the case defined by this clause, but not more that the date defined by the Contract.
            8.9 In case of proper performance of the Contract the benefits (savings) or losses of the parties (Seller or Buyer) are the benefit or loss of that party.

The liabilities of the Contract parties towards the third persons, including, other concluded transactions by the Seller in the frame of the Contract performance or liabilities coming out of it, are out of Contract regulation field, and cannot have an influence on the acceptance of result of Contract performance. The relations regarding the performance of those transactions and liabilities coming out of them are regulated by the regulatory norms of the transaction relations, and the Seller has a responsibility for them.

8.10 The Contract cannot be modified in the result of the partial non-performance of liabilities of parties or fully terminated with mutual agreement of parties, except the cases of financial allocations decrease for product supplies defined by the RA Legislation. Moreover, in case of partial non-performance of the liabilities by parties or complete termination of the Contract, the mutual agreement of the parties should be received before the financial allocations decrease for product supplies defined by the RA Legislation.
8.11 Based on the ground on non-performance of assumed liabilities or not proper performance by the Seller, the Buyer publishes the notification on the complete termination or partial unilaterally termination of the Contract in the website www.procurement.am, in the section “Notifications on unilaterally termination of Contracts” mentioning the publishing date. The Seller is properly notified about the unilaterally termination of the Contract from the next day of publishing notification defined by this clause.
8.12 The disputes regarding the Contract are regulated by negotiations. In case of non-agreement, the disputes are regulated judicially. 
8.13 The Contract is composed of _____ pages, is concluded of two examples, that have equal legal force, each party receives one example.  N 1, N 2, N 3 և N 3.1 appendixes of the Contract are the inseparable parts of the Contract.
