It is expected that the Consultancy Services Contract will start in June 2022 simultaneously with construction (approximate duration of construction is 10 months). 
Phase I will be implemented under Time-Based Contract. 
The Armenian Territorial Development Fund, through Water Sector Projects Implementation Branch, now invites eligible consulting firms (“Consultants”) to express their interest in providing the Services. Interested Consultants should provide information demonstrating that they have the required qualifications and relevant experience to perform the Services.

The shortlisting criteria are:

In case of JV each member will be jointly and severally liable to the Client for all the obligations under the Contract).

The Consultant will be selected through “Most Economically Advantageous Tender”
