ON PREQUALIFICATION PROCEDURE
The current text of the notice is approved by Decision N 1 of the two-stage tender evaluation commission made on April 17, 2025 and is published according to Article 24 of the RA Law “On Procurement”. 
The procedure code is  “ՀԱՆ-ԵՄԾՁԲ-01/25”
I. DESCRIPTION OF THE PROCUREMENT SUBJECT 

The Contracting authority, “ARMATS” CJSC, located at 33 I. Gasparyan St., Yerevan, gives notice on a pre-qualification procedure for the procurement of Third-Party Liability Insurance Services related to the services provided by “ARMATS” Closed Joint Stock Company (hereinafter referred to as the "Company"). The service procurement consists of one lot:

	Procurement of Third Party Liability Insurance for services provided by “ARMATS” Closed Joint Stock Company (hereinafter referred to as the "Company")


According to the official letter No. 03/26-1/7746-2025 from the Deputy Minister of Finance of the Republic of Armenia, insurance agents have the right and are allowed to participate in procurement procedures for insurance services if they clearly disclose the company or companies they represent, in accordance with Article 102, Part 1, Clause 3 of the RA Law “On Insurance and Insurance Activities”.

This regulation applies if within the framework of the same procedure the agent submits a bid on behalf of only one company and provides official documentation authorizing them to act on behalf of that company. 

 In case:
· Both the agent and the insurance company they represent submit bids under the same procedure, the agent's bid will be disqualified.

· The same agent submits bids on behalf of multiple companies, all bids submitted by that agent will be disqualified.
Brief Description of the Technical Requirements
Professional Liability Insurance Services
The subject of the procurement is the acquisition of third-party liability insurance (hereinafter referred to as “Insurance”) for services provided by “ARMATS” Closed Joint-Stock Company (hereinafter referred to as the Company).
2. Scope of the Insurance

The insurance covers the activities of the Company carried out within the scope defined by the legislation of the Republic of Armenia and the Company’s Charter, aimed at fulfilling its core professional functions, and applies to insured events occurring within the airspace of the Republic of Armenia and at airports under the Company’s control, including but not limited to, including:
· Air traffic management in the airspace of the Republic of Armenia,

· Provision of aeronautical information for flights within the RA airspace,

· Air traffic management and aeronautical information provision outside the RA airspace based on current contracts and agreements,

· Radio-technical flight support and installation, maintenance, operation, and repair of communication equipment in accordance with current standards,

· Flight safety management and provision within the RA airspace.

3. Service Delivery Conditions

The service shall be provided by a licensed entity authorized to perform insurance activities under RA legislation.

Bidders shall hold valid licenses as stipulated in Article 7, Part 2, Clauses 11 and 13 of the RA Law                      “On Insurance and Insurance Activities.”

The insurance contract shall be valid for 12 months, starting from the signature date.

The insurance shall be subject to reinsurance with an internationally recognized insurance company holding at least an “A” rating, as assigned by one of the following rating agencies: Fitch, S&P, or Moody’s.
The reinsuring party shall operate under a jurisdiction that is not subject to international sanctions or restrictions.
The insurance contract shall be considered a valid international document, recognized and enforceable both in Armenia and abroad.

4. Insurance Amount, Term, and Delivery Procedure

Insurance Amount is set at 300,000,000 (three hundred million) SDR (Special Drawing Rights).

In the event of an insurance claim, the non-indemnifiable amount (franchise)  is set at 100,000 (one hundred thousand) SDR.
The premium shall be paid in equal quarterly installments as an advance payment no later than 10 working days prior to the start of each quarter.

The early termination of the contract may be carried out in accordance with the procedure established by law.
5. Description of the Company’s Activities

The Company, being the sole authorized entity in the Republic of Armenia for the provision of air traffic management services, operates within the framework defined by Armenian legislation, as well as in accordance with the standards established by the International Civil Aviation Organization (ICAO) and EUROCONTROL.

For approximately 27 years, the Company has consistently carried out its professional activities with a high sense of responsibility, continuous development, and the delivery of services in line with international standards.

During this period, no claims for compensation from third parties have been registered, which demonstrates the effectiveness of the Company’s risk management and the high level of performance of its safety and security functions.

6. Compensation Procedure

Insurance compensations shall be carried out in accordance with the procedure established by the legislation of the Republic of Armenia.

The price proposal submitted by bidders for the insurance contract shall include the premium amount for third-party liability insurance for a period of 12 months.
II. TERMS FOR PARTICIPATION IN PROCEDURE 

2. According to the Article 7 of the RA Law “On Procurement”, any person or entity, irrespective of being a foreigner, a foreign entity or a stateless person, has the equal right to participate in the prequalification procedure. 

The companies that fall under the Article 6, part 1 of the RA Law “On Procurement” regarding restriction of participation rights shall not be eligible for the purposes of this procedure. 
2.1 Organizations wishing to participate in the pre-qualification procedure, must satisfy the following qualification criteria:
· The contractor must have concluded at least 3 similar contracts over the past 3 years (contracts concluded with the highest prices). Liability insurance in the transport industry is considered to be of a similar nature.  
· Availability of a complete set of legal documents/implemented contracts, acts of accpetance/ for the provision of services, including, if necessary, certificates in accordance with international standards (for example, CIPD, ILM certificates), English language certificate at least level B2 (with copies of such documents provided). 

3. The Bidder wishing to participate in the pre-qualification procedure is considered to satisfy the qualification criteria of " Correspondence of professional activity to the activity provided for in the contract " according to  point 1 Part 3, of Article 6 of RA Law "On Procurement". 

4. Bidders can participate in the prequalification procedure in joint venture (consortium).

In that case: 

1) The prequalification bid also includes a contract of joint venture,

2) When evaluating the prequalification bid, the common qualification of all members of the joint venture contract, shall be taken into account (the qualification of each member of the contract of joint venture shall correspond with the qualification requirements set forth in this notice by that member),

3) The bidders shall bear joint liability,

4) The party(ies) of the joint venture contract cannot submit separate bid (s) to the same procedure,

5) If the consortium member leaves the consortium, the contract between the consortium and the client is concluded unilaterally and the consortium members shall be liable for the sanctions envisaged by the contract. 

III. FORM OF GETTING CLARIFICATION AND MAKING CHANGE TO A NOTICE 

5. The Bidder has the right to request from the Commission, at least five calendar days before the deadline of submission of the prequalification notice, to clarify the prequalification notice. At the same time clarification may be required before 10:00 (Yerevan time) of the day mentioned in this clause. The Commission shall provide the clarification to the bidder who made the request the next 5 working days of the date of receiving the request. 
The bidder shall submit the request referred to in this clause by sending an email to the Secretary of the Commission. 
The request clarification is sent from the email address of the Secretary of the Commission defined by this notice to an e-mail address of the bidder from which the inquiry is received.
6. The notice on the content of the inquiry and clarification shall be published in the bulletin on the day the clarification is provided without indicating the data of the bidder. 

7. An explanation shall not be provided if the request has been made in breach of the time limit set out in this section, as well as if the request is beyond the scope of this notice. In this case, within one calendar day following the day the request was received, the bidder shall be notified in written form about the reasons of not being provided with the relevant clarification. 
8. Changes to this notice may be made at least two working days before the deadline for submission of bids. On the first working day following the date of making changes, the secretary of the Commitee publishes the notice of the change in the bulletin.  

9. In case of changes in the prequalification notice, the deadline for submitting prequalification bids shall be calculated from the date of publication of the notice of modification in the bulletin.  
IV.  THE PROCEDURE FOR SUBMISSION OF PRE-QUALIFICATION BID 
10. In order to participate in this procedure, the bidder shall submit a bid to the Commission.  
11. The bidder may submit the prequalification bid to the commission by: 
1) electronic form by sending the secretary of the Commission to the e-mail stipulated by this notice.

2) in paper form in a sealed, glued envelope. The following is mentioned on the envelope in the language of the prequalification bid.  

a. The name of the client and the place (address) for the bid submission.

b. Procedure code.

c. the words "Don’t open until the application opening session".

d. name, location and telephone number of the bidder.
12. Bids must be submitted to the Commission no later than 15:00 on the 7th day following the date of publication of this notice in the Bulletin (Yerevan time). 

Prequalification applications in paper form must be submitted to the Commission before the deadline prescribed in this paragraph by  the following address: “ARMATS” CJSC, 33 I.Gasparyan street, Yerevan, Republic of Armenia.
13. After receiving prequalification bids in paper form they will be recorded in the register by the secretary of the Commmittee.

The applications will be registered by the secretary in the register, in the sequence of their receipt, by specifying the registration number, date and time in the registry. A registration notice shall be provided upon the request of the bidder. Bids submitted after the submission deadline shall not be registered in the registry and shall be returned by the secretary.
14. The Bidder shall submit the following with the prequalification bid: 
1) a written application for participating in the prequalification procedure approved in accordance with Appendix N 1, 

2) a notification confirming its compliance with the qualification criteria requirements set forth in this announcement, in accordance with Appendix 2,

3) a copy of the original joint venture contract if the bidders should take part in this procedure in a joint venture (consortium).

15. If the Bidder submits a prequalification bid:

1) In paper form: all documents included in the bid, shall be presented in three copies. The words "original" and "copy" shall be written on the package of documents accordingly.
 2) in electronic form: Documents in electronic form can be submitted as extracts/digital copies of the file (PDF) or  scanned versions of the original documents (PDF).
16. Prequalification bids, besides Armenian, can also be submitted in English or Russian. 

17. The envelope and any documents therein generated by the bidder, as required by this notice, shall be signed by the submitting person or authorized representative (hereinafter “the Agent”). In cases when the document is submitted by the agent, the application shall be accompanied by a document confirming his/her authorization. If expedient, the bidder can present the required information in other forms different from the ones required by this notice, while complying with the required validity conditions (Annex 1 and Annex 2).
V.  OPENING, EVALUATION AND SUMMARIZING OF PREQUALIFICATION BID 

18. Opening, evaluation and summarizing the results of prequalification bids are held at the opening session of prequalification bids on the 18th day following the day this notice is published in the bulletin (on May 15, 2025) at 15:00 (Yerevan time), in 33, I. Gasparyan street, Yerevan, RA. Bid evaluation is carried out within three business days after the deadline for submission of bids.

19. At the session of opening and evaluation of prequalification bid:

1) the secretary of the commission shall provide information on the records in the register and transfer to the chairman of the commission the register of the bids, other documents that are an integral part of it, the registered and(or) electronically submitted bids.

2) After transferring the documents, referred to subclause 1 of this clause, to the chairman (chairman of the session), the Commission evaluates: 

a. Compliance with the established order regarding forming of envelopes containing bids, and opens the corresponding evaluated bids.


b. The existence of the required (prescribed) documents in each envelope, and the compliance of the documents, as well as the documents submitted electronically, with the preconditions set forth in this notice.

20. Bids that meet the conditions set out in this notice are considered satisfactory. Otherwise, prequalification applications will be assessed as inadequate and rejected. 

In case of non-compliance with the requirements of this notice, during the prequalification bid opening of the session the Commission shall delay the session for one working day and the secretary of the commission informs the bidder on the same day electronically, proposing to correct the non-compliance case before the end of the suspension of the session. In addition, as mentioned in this clause:
1) The recorded inconsistencies are described and detailed in the correction suggestion.

2) The suggestion is sent to the bidder’s e-mail indicated in the bid from the e-mail address of the secretary mentioned in this notice.  
21. If the bidder corrects the recorded inconsistencies within the period specified in clause 19 of this notice, his/her bid shall be assessed as adequate. Otherwise the bid will be assessed as inadequate and shall be rejected. The Bidder submits the corrected documents from the e-mail address specified in the bid to the e-mail address of the secretary provided by this notice.
22. A member of the Commission or a secretary cannot participate in the Commission's activities if during the opening of the prequalification bid session it is revealed that the organization is:

· The company was founded by the member of the commission or the relatives (parent, spouse, child, brother, sister, grandmother, grandfather, grandson as well as the parent, child, brother or sister, grandmother, grandfather, grandson of the spouse) or
· The member of the commission or the relatives (parent, spouse, child, brother, sister, grandmother, grandfather, grandson as well as the parent, child, brother or sister, grandmother, grandfather, grandson of the spouse) is a shareholder. 

If condition provided by this clause exists, immediately after the opening of the prequalification bid, a commission member or secretary who has a conflict of interest with regard to this procedure shall recuse himself/herself from the procedure. 

23. Minutes on the opening, evaluation and summary of the results are drawn up, and the list of prequalified bidders is confirmed. The Secretary of the Commission on the first working day following the end of the bid opening session performs the following actions:
1) publishes the scanned versions of the original of the commission's statements on the absence of a conflict of interest signed the Secretary and the members  present during the bid opening session .

2) notifies the bidders that have been evaluated as inadequate in accordance with the conditions set out in this notice about the grounds for rejecting the prequalification bids.
24. Prequalified bidders are eligible to participate in the two-stage tender process․ All prequalified bidders  will receive an invitation (by email)  to participate in the   first stage of the tender process, as well as the summary minutes from the pre-qualification commission meeting.
The procurement procedure is carried out on the basis of point 6, article 15 of RA law ''On Procurement''.
