PREQUALIFICATION ANNOUNCEMENT OF THE TWO-STAGE TENDER PROCEDURE
UNDER CODE «ՀԱԿՓԲԸ-ԵՄԾՁԲ- 18/02»
The text of this announcement is approved by N1 of 15 january decision of 2018 
by the evaluation commission of the two-stage tender procedure and is published 
in accordance with the Article 24 of the Law “On Procurements” of the Republic of Armenia
The customer - Closed Joint-Stock Company "Armavtostation" located at the address  Kotayk Marz, Yerevan-Sevan highway 2/14 adress, the Republic of Armenia. 

1.  publishes this prequalification procedure on the basis of the 1st part of the 19th article and the 1st part of the 24th article of the law "On Procurements" of the Republic of Armenia.
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The subject of procurement is acquisition of the services for creation, implementation and maintenance of the global distribution system (hereinafter referred to as GSR) and the automated seat control system (hereinafter referred to as ASCS) (GSR and ASCS hereinafter jointly referred to as the Cloud System) for the companies carrying out regular passenger transportations to the Republic of Armenia, interstate transportations from the Republic of Armenia and interregional transportations on the territory of the Republic of Armenia. The description of work of the Cloud system is shown on the graphic drawing below:
3. The Cloud system of electronic tickets for regular passenger transportations (Appendix N 4) to the Republic of Armenia, interstate transportations from the Republic of Armenia and interregional transportations in the territory of the Republic of Armenia is subject to creation and implementation in two stages:
1) first phase 

a. Creation of a Cloud system within 45 (fourty five) calendar days from the day following the date of entry into force of the Treaty (hereinafter the "Agreement") for the provision of the services for creation, implementation and maintenance of GSR and ASCS. 
b. Implementation of the Cloud system in regular interstate passenger transportation within 15 (fifteen) calendar days from the day following the date of creation of the Cloud system. The duration of the first phase is 60 (sixty) calendar days maximum. 

2) second phase 

a. Implementation of the Cloud system in regular interregional passenger transportations, within 160 (one hundred and sixty) calendar days from the day following the date of installation of the Cloud system. The duration of the second phase is a maximum of 160 (one hundred and sixty) calendar days. The total duration of creation and implementation of the Cloud system is 220 (two hundred and tventy) days.
4. The winner of this procedure, according to the established order, will be offered to conclude an agreement with "Armavtostation" CJSC on the procurement of the services for  creation, implementation and maintenance of the Cloud System.
5. The contract will include the services which are necessary for management, operation, finalization and preservation of the developed software packages of the Cloud System in a 10-year (ten) period (with a further extension of ten years). The provided services will be connected both with software for creating, implementing and servicing the Cloud infrastructure, and with further improvement, technical equipment and modernization of this software package on their basis. 
6. Expenditures for creation, implementation, management and maintenance of the Cloud System will be made at the expenses of the private funds of the company recognized as the winner (hereinafter referred to as Operator). This is a mutually beneficial government-private sector partnership transaction model where, without any government funding, solely by the means of a private entrepreneur, will be implemented the system. In a result of exploitation of this system the operator will receive a certain reward from the ticket sale process. The form and the amount of reward will be determined in a result of the second phase of the tender, when, based on the proposals of the participants who have passed the prequalification, during the negotiations will be chosen the business model of cooperation, stipulated by the Agreement. 

7. The Operator will be engaged in selling of tickets, which will also be carried out through the agent network, created and managed by the Operator. Equal conditions will be created for the businessmen; the legal entities or sole proprietors can join the agent network as ticket sales agents. Ticket sales arranged by the customer, passenger transportation companies and agents must be carried out exclusively through the Cloud System. The format and tariffs for cooperation between the customer, passenger transportation companies, agents and the cloud system are determined as a result of the 2nd phase of the tender during the negotiations. 
8. The operator must be represented in the Republic of Armenia, through a representation, a branch, a consortium partner, or through the other means, and the software and hardware complex (servers) can be located both in Armenia and abroad. State supervisory authorities should have online access to the System. The System should provide for the possibility to clarify, manage and, through a single online database, regulate the process of purchasing tickets and any information related to the procurement process, as well as to develop and to obtain detailed statistics on the volumes of sales and on all activities of entrepreneurs who have joined the system.

9. According to the 1st part of the 7th Clause of the Law “On Procurements” of the Republic of Armenia (hereinafter the Law), any person, irrespective of whether he is a foreign individual, organization or a person who does not have citizenship, has the equal right to participate in the prequalification procedure of a two-stage tender (hereinafter - the Prequalification procedure). 
10. In accordance with the 2nd part of the 7th Clause of the law, the participation of a person (persons) in the prequalification procedure that is a resident of a country can be limited only by a decision of the Government of the Republic of Armenia, if it is necessary for national security and protection of the Republic of Armenia
.
11. According to the fourth point of the 7th Clause of the law, by definition of the law or other legal acts adopted on the basis of the law, simultaneous participation in the process of the same procurement of interrelated persons and (or) companies founded by the same person (persons) or companies in which the same person owns more than 50% of the shares, except for the cases of participation of companies created by the state or regional communities and (or) joint participation of companies (consortium). 
11.1 Within the meaning of this Clause:
1) individuals are considered to be interconnected if they are members of the same family or have a common household or conduct a joint venture, or act in concert on the basis of general economic interests,

2) individuals and legal entities are considered interconnected if they act in accordance with the general economic interests or if the individual or a member of his family is:

a. a participant holding more than ten percent of the shares of this legal entity,

b. a person who has the ability to prejudge the decisions of a legal entity by other means not prohibited by the legislation of the Republic of Armenia,

c. the head of the council, the deputy head of the council, the member of the council, the executive director, the deputy executive director, the president or a member of the collegial body that exercises the functions of the executive body of this legal entity
d. an employee of a legal entity that works under the direct supervision of the executive director or has a significant influence on the decision-making by the governing bodies of the legal entity. 
3) Participants who do not have the status of an individual are considered to be interconnected if: 
a. this person owns ten or more percent of shares (or equity, hereinafter shares) of another legal entity, with the right to vote, or, by virtue of his participation or in accordance with the contract concluded between these persons, has the ability to prejudge the decisions of others. 
b. The participant (shareholder) and / or the participants (shareholders) or members of their families (if the participant is an individual) owning ten percent or more of the shares of another legal entity with the right to vote or in another way not prohibited by law, having the opportunity to prejudge the decisions of the mentioned legal entity, have the right  directly or indirectly to possess (including, on the basis of the contract of sale, power of attorney, agreement on joint activities, recommendations or on the basis of other types of transactions) ten percent of the shares of another legal entity with the right to vote or have the opportunity to predetermine its decisions by other means not prohibited by the legislation of the Republic of Armenia.
c. a person who joins a governing body or performs similar duties for one legal entity or his family at the same time is a member of a governing body or performing similar duties for other legal entities. 
d. they acted or act in concert, proceeding from general economic interests. 
11.2. For the meaning of this Clause, the family members are the father, mother, husband, parents of the husband, grandmother, grandfather, sister, brother, children, the husband of the brother or sister and children. 
12.  In accordance with the fifth point of the seventh Clause of the law, legal entities with the participation of the client, participate in procurement on the same rights as other participants, and the circumstance of the client's participation in these organizations can not lead to any privileges for these persons or to the definition and application of other favorable conditions.
13. In accordance with Section 1, of the 6th Clause of the Law, the following persons are prohibited from participation in the prequalification procedure:
1) the persons who were declared bankrupt by a court decision on the date of submission of the application,
2) who at the date of submission of the application, have overdue obligations on profits controlled by the tax authorities in the amount of one percent of the price proposal submitted to them, but not exceeding 50,000 AMD, 
3) who personally or whose representatives of the executive body were convicted for financing of terrorism, for the exploitation of children or for crimes related to human trafficking, for the creation of a criminal association or participation in it, for giving or taking bribe or bribery mediation for three years prior to the date of application; for crimes against statutory economic activities, except for cases when the conviction is withdrawn or repaid in accordance with the procedure established by the law,
4) who during the year preceding the submission of the application, have an administrative act issued in accordance with the procedure established by the law, not subject to appeal against the abuse of an anti-competitive agreement or the dominant position in the procurement sphere.
5) who on the date of submission of the application, are included in the published list of participants who are not eligible to participate in the procurement process, in accordance with the laws of the member states of the Eurasian Economic Union.
6) who are included in the list of participants not eligible to participate in the procurement process as of the date of submission of the application:
a. they violated the obligations stipulated by the contract or taken over in the procurement process, which resulted in unilateral termination of the contract by the client or suspension of the participant's further participation in the procurement process.
b. as an elected participant refused to sign a contract,

c. after the opening of applications, refused to continue to participate in the procurement process.
7) The list referred to subparagraph 6 of this point is published by the authorized body.
14.  The prequalification application includes a written application for participation in the prequalification procedure approved by the participant, the proposed form and requirements of which are presented in Appendix No. 1, a written announcement approved by the participant (Appendix No. 2) on compliance of the participant’s data with the requirements provided for in the section on eligibility and qualification criteria (Appendices N 2.1. and N 2.2.), data required for provisioning by the Appendices N 2.1. and N 2.2, a joint activity contract if the participants participate in the prequalification procedure by the consortium and the e-mail address of the participant.
15. In order to assess the right to participate, a participant must submit an advertisement to which the required documents and data should be attached (Appendix No. 2.1.1), which directly or indirectly owns more than ten percent of the share of the authorized capital with voting rights, including shares or data of a person (persons) who has the right to appoint or dismiss members of the executive body or receives more than fifteen percent of the profits obtained as a result of entrepreneurial or other activities carried out by the participant. In the absence of persons specified in this subparagraph, the data of the head and members of the executive body of the participant should be provided. 
In addition to this announcement, the participant does not need other documents to assess the right to participate. The proposed form of the announcement and the requirements for it are presented in Appendix N 2.1.

     16. Participants can participate in the prequalification procedure in the form of joint activity                  /consortium/. In this case:
a) prequalification application also includes a joint activity agreement,
b) during the assessment of the application, the joint qualifications of all the members of the joint activity agreement are taken into account, considering the specifications listed in Appendix 3. Compliance with the requirements of the certain specifications is evaluated only in relation to the leading specialist, to other partners or to all participants, 

c) in the joint activity agreement, shall be indicated the leading participant, and also shall be mentioned which qualification requirements meet the participants, 

d) the joint activity agreement shall also specify that the participants bear joint and solidary responsibility,
e) the party (parties) of the joint activity agreement can not (shall) provide the separate application (applications) for the same procedure. 
17. The client shall, within three calendar days, provide clarifications regarding the preliminary qualification of the participant, if the request is received not later than five calendar days before the deadline for submission of applications for prequalification. The customer simultaneously publishes information about the request and clarifications to it in the newsletter (stipulated by the Law “On Procurements” of the Republic of Armenia, for the purpose of publishing information on the website www.procurement.am and that of the Ministry of Transport, Communication and Information Technologies of the Republic of Armenia (www. mtcit.am), wherein the parties requiring clarification shall not be mentioned.
18. Only those participants who are on the prequalified list are entitled to further participation in the procurement process.
19. The main requirements submitted to the qualification of the participant:
1) compliance of the professional activities of the participant, with the activities stipulated by the contract
a. The participant shall personally (including as a member of  consortium or subcontractor), through a subsidiary or through a company in which he has a share of 50% or more, have at least 3 years of experience in creating and implementing a Cloud system of GSR and ASCS in the field of transport (passenger transportation).
b. The participant guarantees that the similar Cloud system created by him personally (including as a member of consortium or subcontractor), by his subsidiary company or by a company in which he has a share of 50% or more (including as a member of a consortium) was used by at least 50 companies that carry out passenger transportation. 
c. The participant guarantees that the Cloud System offered by him can continuously and uninterruptedly organize and maintain the work of GSR and ASCS in the field of transportation of passengers in at least 100 directions. 
d. The presence of relevant representative offices in at least 3 (three) countries. 

e. The participant has the required resources and the qualified personnel for creation, implementation and maintenance of the Cloud System. 
f. The participant guarantees that he has the appropriate technical capabilities to perform the maintenance of the system. 
2) financial resources
a. The participant personally, or a consortium of participants jointly, at the time of submitting a prequalification application for participation in the prequalification phase, shall provide a bank statement stating that at the date of signing the certificate, the balance in the bank account of the participant is at least 20 million RA drams or the equivalent of this amount in foreign currency.
1. Compliance with the qualification requirements of the participant is evaluated as follows:
a. the participant shall submit an announcement, the proposed form of which, together with the requirements for it, are presented in Appendix N 2.2., together with the accompanying documents,
b. compliance with the requirements specified in each subclause of the clause 19 of this announcement is evaluated separately, based on the information provided in the attached Appendix N 2.2. of this announcement, taking into account the features specified in Appendix 3, particularly compliance with the requirements of the certain specifications is evaluated only in respect to the leading specialist, to other partners or to all participants,
c. in case of compliance with the requirements specified in each subclause of the clause 19 of this announcement, the application is evaluated positively in accordance with the relevant requirement.
d. the participants whose submitted applications were satisfactorily evaluated in accordance with the requirements specified in each subclause of the clause 19 of this announcement, shall be included in the list of participants who have passed the prequalification by evaluation commission.
2. To ensure the compliance with the requirements specified in the clause 19 of this announcement, the participants shall submit along with Appendix 2.2. of this announcement information on the relevant contracts and their fulfillment, including the names of the person implementing the project or parties of the contract, a short description of the project, attaching to them copies of the previously implemented agreement (agreements), documents confirming the presence of representations in other countries (registration certificates and other documents confirming the registration).
3. At the same time: 
a. to ensure the compliance with the requirements specified in paragraph "a" of the subclause 2 of clause 19 of this announcement, the participants shall submit along with Appendix 2.2. a bank statement proving that at the date of signing the certificate the balance of the participant’s bank account (in case of the consortium - the leading participant) is at least 20 million RA drams or the equivalent amount in foreign currency. 

Prequalification applications shall be submitted to Kotayk Marz, Yerevan-Sevan highway 2/14 adress,, the Republic of Armenia  in documentary form before 12.00  time, 19 february  2018 of the 30th day following the date of publication of this announcement. Applications except Armenian can be submitted in English or Russian. 

Applications are submitted in written and electronic forms. The participant's application and documents related to it, as well as the electronic version of the application on the disk (CD / DVD) are placed in an envelope, which is sealed by the applicant. 

The documents included in the envelope shall be made up of the 1 original
and 1 copy, and the accompanying documents, if submitted in languages other
than Armenian, English or Russian shall be provided with Armenian translation
with notarial certification.
In case of participation in the prequalification procedure as a joint venture / consortium /, if the consortium contract is not signed in Armenian, it should be submitted with the translation to Armenian, with notarial certification. 
The packages of the documents shall be marked respectively with the words "original" and "copy". The envelope and the compiled package of documents stipulated by this invitation shall be signed by the person representing them or his authorized representative. If the application is submitted by the authorized representative, he must provide a power of attorney along with the application. 

The envelope shall indicate in the language of the application:
a) the name of the client and the place of sibmisiion of the application (address),
b) code of the prequalification procedure,
c) the words "Do not open before the meeting of opening of the applications",
d) Name of participant, location and phone number.
Tender applications will be opened at  12.00  time, 19 february  2018 at the address, Kotayk Marz, Yerevan-Sevan highway 2/14 adress,, the Republic of Armenia. 

In accordance with the order established by the Law “on Procurements” of the Republic of Armenia, the client presents an invitation to the participants who have passed the prequalification and invites them to the negotiations. The purpose of the negotiations is to develop one or more alternative options for the characteristics of the subject of procurement that meet the requirements of the client.
As a result of negotiations, the client provides a final invitation to the participants who passed the prequalification. 

Complaints about this procedure should be submitted to the Appeal Board on procurement, at the address Melik-Adamyan 1, Yerevan, in accordance with the order established by section 6 of the Law “On Procurements” of the Republic of Armenia.
